A union of 26 winemaking cooperatives, UWC Samos is the sole 
winemaker on the mountainous and verdant island of Samos. The 
union formed in 1934 with the goal of protecting the winemakers’ 
interests by setting quality standards. Production is centralized at two 
wineries, one in the north of the island-where most of the vineyards 
lie- and one near the island’s namesake town. All wines are made from 
white Muscat (Muscat blanc à petits grains), producing wines that have 
lush natural sweetness yet are extremely well balanced; some dry 
wines are also made.

VINIFICATION: Pale, with yellow-green hues this wine is crafted 
from grapes of the most select mountain 
vineyards of the island that are perched on their 
stone terraces 2,600 ft above sea level. 

TASTING NOTES: It has a character replete with finesse with the 
floral and fruity aromas typical of the muscat 
expressed here in a delicate manner. Elegantly 
expressed, the palate offers refreshing acidity 
and satisfactory intensity. 

SERVING SUGGESTIONS: It may be enjoyed on its own, as an aperitif but 
it can also do justice to a number of discreetly 
flavored amuse-bouche or first courses as 
sophisticated in character as the wine itself.
